Please DO NOT fax the registration form—send it to the email address above. The regular conference registration fee is the same as for the 2007 conference—US$360.00 per person. Once again, if we RECEIVE your registration form AND payment by September 3, 2008, you will be entitled to pay the “early bird” registration fee of $340.00 per delegate. Registration fees received AFTER September 17, 2008, will be $380.00 per delegate. (Directions for payment are on the invoice). Spouses of delegates are welcome to register for a fee of $175.00. Spouses are invited to all social activities (coffee breaks, receptions, dinners) and all conference sessions. This does not include the preconferences or the Job-a-like sessions.  Please note the refund and exchange policies on the registration form. You will receive confirmation from us as soon as we receive your registration form.  If you don’t hear from us, please write to the EARCOS office immediately.
