	Batu Caves has become an important religious landmark for Hindus, as well as a popular tourist destination. Hindu devotees built a shrine for Lord Murugan in the cavernous, cathedral-like cave around the 1890s. During the annual Thaipusam Festival, more than a million devotees and tourists gather at the caves ground. Devotees carry kavadis and milk pots up the 272 steps in fulfillment of vows. In 2006, a giant statue of Lord Murugan, standing at 42.7 meters, was unveiled. It took three years, 550 cubic meters of concrete, 350 tons of steel bars and 300 liters of paint to construct the world's tallest statue of the deity.
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	In Malaysia, there are two major types of Batik - hand-drawn batik and block-printed batik. 
Hand-drawn batik – is where designs are drawn on fabric with hot liquid wax; using a metal object called canting. Block-printed batik – block is dipped into wax and printed onto the fabric, which is then dip-dyed. Then the wax will be removed and batik with single color is produced.
