Dear Esteemed ETC Teacher Representatives:

Thank you for all you do to assist us. You are the mainstay of this organization. Attached please find the conference registration packet for ETC 2008 at the Shangri-La Hotel in Kuala Lumpur, Malaysia. We would appreciate your help in preparing and forwarding conference forms to EARCOS at etc08@earcos.org and payment to ISS. We suggest that you register early to assure your group a place in the hotel and in a pre-conference, even though the deadline is January 25, 2008 for the US$250.00 registration fee. A “first come-first served” basis is the only fair way to manage the registration process, both for the conference and the hotel.

CONFERENCE REGISTRATION FORMS
· The form can accommodate as many delegates as your school will send. The easiest way is to go to the bottom of the attached spreadsheet and you will see TABS (1-40, 41-80, etc.) then FINAL INVOICE. Completing these is self-explanatory with direction reminders on the top of each page. Any of the pages can be printed individually or you can print them all at the same time by using the PRINT ENTIRE WORKBOOK button in the PRINT Dialogue box.  

· It would be advisable to send the forms even if a few delegates have not made a decision before January 25, otherwise all delegates will pay a late fee. Late fees can be avoided if information is sent electronically to EARCOS before the said date and payment to ISS is received as stipulated on the worksheets and invoice within a 5-day grace period of when you sent the information electronically. 

· Please ensure that we receive the registration electronically by January 25, 2008. Registration fees received AFTER January 25, 2008, will be $270.00 per delegate. To honor the date you place on the registration, we must receive it within 48 hours. We will offer a grace period of 5 business days to receive the funds by check or wire to ISS. Directions for payment on invoice. Please note that wire charges should be paid by your school. Please note the refund and exchange policies in the Registration Form. You will receive confirmation from us as soon as we received your registration form.  If you didn’t hear from us, please contact the EARCOS office immediately

· The check should reflect the amount on the last tab marked INVOICE.

· Call if you have a question. You must complete the form with first name, last name, position title and email address for each registrant.  

· Positions: Please be precise as to the position held by the delegates. For example—Grade Pre-Kg, Kg, 1,2,3,4,5, (MS and HS-stipulate subject area [e.g. MS Science or HS Social Science]), art and grade levels, music and grade levels, drama and grade levels, PE and grade levels, library, technology, counselor and grade levels, special needs and grade level.  We will use this information to sort for the Job-a-Likes.

· Please indicate what pre-conferences your respective staff will be attending by putting an “X” in the 
appropriate check box. This data will be used in determining speaker additions, speaker scheduling, 
Job-a-Like sessions, room determination, meal planning, and room planning. If a registrant requires 
vegetarian meals, please indicate this as well.

Delegates will be given a conference nametag, which will serve as the “ticket” for admission to all conference events. Nametags will be required throughout the conference for workshop sessions and social functions.
