Additional Visitor’s Information:

Weather: Qingdao in late August is hot outside so please bring light, comfortable clothes; the air
conditioning inside some buildings can get cool!

Ground Transportation from Qingdao Liuting International Airport:

Taxi — There is a taxi queue on the ground floor (outside arrivals) located between Terminals 1 and 2. A
taxi to the Shilaoren area should cost approximately 80 kuai including the 10 kuai toll road fee. (All taxis
add a 1 kuai gasoline tax not included on the meter.)

Shuttle Bus — Route 3 runs directly from the airport to the Sophia Hotel. Ticket Fare is 15 kuai. A single
journey (one-way) lasts takes around 50 minutes. Tickets can be purchased at the shuttle bus booth
located directly outside domestic arrivals.

Airport = Sophia Hotel: Hourly from 07:20 to 18:20 every one hour via the Haier Road (East
gate of Haier Industrial Zone), Zhonghan, Beicun, Liaoyang East Station, Yizhong Playground
(Beer City) and the Exhibition Center.

Sophia Hotel - Airport: The first bus departs at 06:20, then every hour on the hour from 07:00
to 18:00, directly to the airport without stops.

Exchange Rate: 6.77 CNY to 1 USD

Visa: You will need a Chinese tourist visa if you are entering from outside China. These can be obtained
through the nearest Chinese embassy in your country. Most tourist visas are valid for single entry only.
Participants wishing to re-enter China must apply for a multiple entry visa.

Transportation from Hotel to School: The hotels are a short taxi ride (less than 10 minutes and
approximately 15CNY) to the school.
