gained key insights into the learning process, especially in regard to Mind Styles, motivation, constructivism, ‘learnable intelligence’, the Zone of Proximal Development and the neurological impact of choice.

understood the central role of metacognition and meta-learning in the modern classroom.

appreciated the multiple benefits of regularly basing lessons on open-ended challenges, problems, investigations, imaginings, enquiries, dilemmas and independent enquiries.

 recognised the place of structured play, imagination and fiction in the learning process.

considered the crucial role of regular formative assessment in developing learners’ independence and teachers’ differentiation – this goes beyond the basics of Assessment for Learning. 

acquired a number of workable techniques that you could immediately use in your teaching, largely drawn from Paul’s and Sharon’s books The Teacher’s Toolkit and Covering the Curriculum with Stories.

appreciated some of the strategic, whole-school issues that might need to be addressed in order for genuine development and innovation to thrive.
