WORKSHOP OVERVIEW:  

Participants will discover how to use the 6+1 Writing Traits to positively impact the quality of student writing at all grade levels in all content areas.  Through a combination of professional discussions and active participation in practical strategy sessions, we will investigate how this analytical framework works as a powerful assessment tool that can also drive instruction.  In addition, participants will explore ways to weave this approach to teaching and assessing writing into their existing curriculum—whether they are interested in it as an individual classroom teacher or, more broadly, in whole-school implementation. 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support the teaching of writing and the 6+1 framework.  Upon completion of the workshop, participants will have the knowledge and tools to implement an approach to writing based on the 6+1 Writing Traits.

Participants will

· explore the idea of ‘good’ writing.
· become familiar with the individual Traits, the story behind the development of the Traits, and the framework in general as an effective instructional and assessment tool for writing across the curriculum.
· participate in an assessment moderation session using a combination of sample papers and ‘live’ papers from their own students.
· examine how the 6+1 Writing Traits framework connects to approaching writing as a process.
· actively engage in a variety of instructional strategies that support the Traits.
· know how to get started with the Traits in their classroom and/or in their school.
· explore a variety of technology tools to support writing instruction
Participants should bring

· a short excerpt of a piece of GREAT writing (something you have read recently that ‘wowed’ you!).
· at least one sample of a writing prompt and student writing samples in response to  it—preferably a high, medium and low writing sample.
· either an outline of the year’s writing curriculum (e.g., curriculum map) or an individual unit of study that includes a writing focus (in any content area).
· A laptop

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PRESENTER:  

 A long-time advocate of the 6+1 Writing Traits framework, Christie Powell used the framework throughout her eleven years as a middle and high school English teacher.  She has since been involved in introducing and supporting the implementation of it as the primary instructional and assessment tool for writing across the curriculum at two large international schools.  She obtained her certification as a trainer for the 6+1 Writing Traits from the Northwest Regional Educational Laboratory which was involved in the original development of the framework and has taught both graduate courses in the 6+1 as well as presented previously at conferences and workshops. Christie is currently the Curriculum Director at Lincoln International School in Kathmandu, Nepal.
