Participants will learn more about using tools such as DesCartes and the Lexile Framework® for Reading to differentiate instruction and improve learning.

· Applying skills from Day 1

· Interpreting MAP data from your school or classroom

· Using the data to plan for instruction
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 Gayle Poland Frame graduated from Greenville College in 1970 with a degree in elementary education.  From 1970-1978, she taught elementary grades in Missouri, Hawaii, and Wisconsin. Gayle completed a master’s degree in reading education at the University of Wisconsin in 1980 and taught remedial reading and middle school language arts from 1978-1984.  She began her administrative career as an assistant principal in an elementary school in 1984 and assumed the role of principal in 1986.  Upon completion of a Ph.D. in school administration in 1989, Gayle became Assistant Superintendent in a large district in Green Bay, Wisconsin, in 1990, and served in that capacity until her retirement in 2003.

During the time that Gayle served as an Assistant Superintendent, she developed expertise in standards-based instruction and assessment and was a frequent presenter at state and national conferences including Association for Supervision and Curriculum Development (ASCD) and the Annual Meeting of the North Central Association (NCA).  She also taught graduate courses for the University of Wisconsin, Marian College in Fond du Lac, WI, and Silver Lake College in Manitowoc, WI.  Serving as the President of the State Committee for NCA gave Gayle the opportunity to begin doing school accreditation work.  She served on six review teams of Department of Defense Dependent Schools in Germany in 1998 and 2000.
Gayle loves to travel!.  So, when she retired, she looked for ways that she could combine her love of new places with her commitment to education.  Consequently, she works part-time as a facilitator for the Northwest Evaluation Association (NWEA), helping schools get started using the Measure of Academic Progress (MAP) Test and analyzing data after administration of the test. NWEA has sent her from coast to coast since she began working for the organization in March, 2005. 

She also enjoys serving as a volunteer school accreditor for AdvancED—a partnership of North Central Association (NCA) and Southern Association of Schools and Colleges (SACS).  Through AdvancED, she has accredited schools in Jordan, the United Arab Emirates, Egypt, Syria, Lebanon, and Brazil.  She also has presented workshops on developing, teaching to, and assessing curriculum standards at conferences in the Middle East.  

While Gayle is gone with NWEA and CITA, her husband of 39 years, Chuck, keeps busy with various projects and attempts to keep their 13-year canine “child” in line.
