Dear Assessment for Improving Learning Participants,

It is with deep regret that we will be unable to host the upcoming EARCOS Weekend Workshop presented by Bambi Betts on Assessment for Improving Learning. According to many news reports, we remain a high risk area for flooding and while dry at the moment, there is still the potential of unknown amounts of water coming in, creating unsafe conditions. The following is part of an email sent to our staff today by the senior administration that will help explain our decision to cancel.

"At this point, although the school and the immediate area near it remain dry, many parts of the city are flooded, with others still at significant risk. A sizable amount of roads are closed reducing access to and from critical areas of Bangkok. As a result, many individuals who have left the city are not only apprehensive about returning, but may also be incapable of navigating their way back safely.

Therefore, in order to give all our stakeholders more time to address the consequences of this calamity, we've decided to adhere to the government's mandate to close schools for another week. Both RIS and RIST will remain closed and will reopen on either Monday, November 14th, or Tuesday, November 15th."

Many of the other schools, large and small have made similar decisions. We deeply apologize for any inconvenience and expense this decision may cause you.

In an effort ensure that this message as been communicated to you, please reply that you have received this information.

In the near future, when we have been back in school for awhile, we will consider the possibility of rescheduling this weekend course. We would appreciate input from you in helping with this decision. If we were to decide to reschedule in a few months would you still be interested in attending?
