"Issues of diversity in cross-cultural relationships and advocacy: Facilitating healthy development in children and adolescents"

Presenter Information:
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Dr. Josephine Kim is Lecturer on Education at the Harvard Graduate School of Education. She is a Licensed Mental Health Counselor in the state of Massachusetts and a National Certified Counselor whose clinical skills and experiences span many contexts including residential facilities, community agencies, and public and private schools. She has worked with multicultural populations through individual, group, and family counseling and has taught students of all ages in varied educational contexts, including private and public language schools and private and public colleges and universities. 
Josephine has provided professional consultation and expertise on multicultural, mental health, career development, and educational issues to various media sources in Asia and in the U.S. She is USA Today’s collegiate case study expert on school violence and has been featured in various media sources related to developmental and mental health issues of youths. She is the keynote speaker at almost 100 parent, teacher, administrator, counselor, and youth conferences yearly in Asia and in the U.S. She has been called upon during national crises, being deployed by the Substance Abuse and Mental Health Services Administration of the federal government to work with Katrina victims during the summer of 2006 and Virginia Tech in the spring of 2007, directly following the campus massacre. 
Dr. Kim serves on the board of directors of several non-profit organizations and serves as an academic advisor to educational institutions both in Asia and in the U.S. She is also the founding executive director of a non-profit organization that aims to educate Asian Americans on issues of spirituality, cultural and racial identity, intergenerational conflicts, cross-cultural advocacy, mental health, and career development issues. She is the author of the book "The Secret of Children's Self Esteem," which has become a bestseller in Korea.
Workshop description:

The face of any classroom is becoming more and more globalized, and as service providers and educators, we must be able to work effectively with diverse groups of students and staff. Self-development is a complicated and multi-layered process for all children and adolescents, but when cultural diversity enters the mix, it can be a confusing and tumultuous journey. Belonging to multiple cultures can seem like a burden at times, and the differences in cultures can be confusing. How then should educators and service providers be informed in order to facilitate healthy development in our students?
