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There is now compelling evidence that classroom assessment practices can have a dramatic impact on student achievement. In independent, international schools, where little benchmarking data is available, an effective classroom-based assessment program is even more critical.

Through a series of interactive, practical activities participants will be introduced to several classroom-based assessment practices which are designed to use the assessment process to improve, rather than simply audit student learning.

Participants will also explore where assessment fits in the bigger picture of curriculum, why so many schools worldwide are rethinking their assessment practices, and what practices are critical in the international school classroom.  We will explore the research and practice related to:

· The role of planning backwards 

· Aligning curricular standards, assessment tools, and instruction. 

· The role of contextual assessment as a ‘summative; assessment tool 
· The now ESSENTIAL practice of giving effective feedback 
· The HUGE role of  'ongoing' assessment tools in improving learning

· Evaluation tools that support learning

· Grading, recording and reporting approaches that benefit learners
