This course is an introduction to the research-based best practice of science teaching using inquiry, the prevailing science education paradigm, as the approach. Participants in this interactive course will learn about the research base for using inquiry strategies, participate in modeled lessons, reflect on their learning and teaching in light of inquiry, view and discuss videos of exemplary teachers of inquiry, interact with well-known experts in the field of science education via electronic communication, and plan their own inquiry-based lesson. One hour of graduate credit through San Diego State University is available.

John Stiles, a science educator for 40 years, has taught science and pushed for education reform at elementary, middle and high school levels in five countries, and science methods in the U.S. at the undergraduate and graduate levels. Author of numerous articles and book chapters, he has presented workshops and taught classes around the world. As a science consultant, he has worked with hundreds of teachers developing science curricula and research-based best practice strategies. A long time advocate for classroom accessibility, he is a past president of Science Education for Students with Disabilities, and former editor of the SESD journal. Currently, he lives in Bangkok where he teaches high school biology at an international school. He received his BA in Biology from Drake University, and MS and PhD in science education at The University of Iowa.
